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cells

A cell defines the "container" for an item in the a list.

cell has two attributes:

e size: Of the format w,h, defines the width and height of the container for a particular
item.

Default value is 0,0 (invisible.)

Typical sizes for cells, for example, an item in an eitemlist, might be 320,167 -- meaning 320
pixels wide by 167 pixels high.

e bgcolor : Defines the background color for a particular cell, and can be any color.
